Program

Our daily program combines both teacher-directed and child centered experiences in early childhood education.  Because children’s play is their work and is central to their learning, much of the day is spent in free choice activities.  There are also daily teacher directed activities such as music, art, crafts and cooking.  Christian education, field trips, and visits from resource people are also a part of our curriculum.   We want the children to develop visual, audio, and verbal motor skills.  We also want to provide them with a rich background of experience, so important in developing reading readiness.  We hope your child will learn about God’s love for them through the atmosphere presented at our Christian Learning Center. 
Enrollment

Enrollment is open to all ages three and older.  Admission and referrals are made without regard to race, color, religious creed, ancestry, sex, disability, age, national origin or limited English proficiency; however, all children must be toilet trained before entering the program.

· A one-time only $25.00 registration fee 
· A two-week tuition payment (applied to child’s last two weeks at our Center).

· THERE ARE NO REFUNDS.
LATE CHARGES:  Because unwarranted lateness disrupts the effectiveness of the program, our policy is to increase late charges based on the number of late pick-ups.  For the first four late pick-ups, the charge is $5.00 per each 15 minutes.  The next five to eight late pick-ups will be charged $10.00 for each 15 minutes past the regular closing time.  After the eighth late pick-up, enrollment will be discontinued.
